Level 3: AdvancedLevel 3: Advanced  
 
Students in this level have already mastered the basic rules of Tajweed, and begin their 
journey to complete the recitation of the entire Quran. Students who complete this 
level with a high level of competency will be granted ​ijazah ​(certification) to teach 
others, inshaAllah.
